Applications are available at the Eligibility Centers, in all registration areas, and in the Emergency room. Applications
can also be downloaded at JPSConnection.org. Translation services/arrangements are available upon request.

Prevention services
include HIV and STl testing, STl treatment, PrEP services, a gender care program providing hormone
replacement therapy and counseling to the trans and gender nonconforming community, and a young
adult drop-in center. TransVive provides free gender affirming care and emotional support to adults of
trans experience. The program provides free office visits and labs for hormone replacement therapy
and free mental health counseling.

Collins Family Planning Clinic offers a variety of services including: family planning services to men

Cornerstone Charitable Clinic was established to address the growing need for healthcare for the
uninsured in Tarrant County and surrounding areas. The clinic provides free comprehensive medical
care to uninsured adults. Volunteer medical professionals provide a variety of services to patients
including: primary medical care, dermatology, internal medicine, gynecology, orthopedics, and
ophthalmology. Cornerstone Dental Clinic provides comprehensive oral exams, radiographs, fillings,
cleanings, extractions, partials, and root canals. The CAN Cataract Clinic is the nation's first free
cataract facility for the uninsured. Patients are seen by appointment only and must meet eligibility
requirements. All services are available in English and Spanish.

The Fort Worth Pregnancy Center empowers you with the information and support you need to
make a decision about your pregnancy and next steps. Free services include pregnancy testing,

options consultation, ultrasound, medical and social referrals, material assistance, applying for

benefits orinsurance, and prenatal and parenting classes.

Gill Children’s Services is a funding source of last resort that provides a safety net for Tarrant County
children whose medical, dental, physical, social, psychological, and educational needs have not been
met by other community resources.

Moncrief Cancer Institute offers an eight-week program to help you quit cigarettes or other types of
tobacco. The program has three parts: individual support sessions, medication to help you quit, and
an education and support group. Services offered every third Thursday of the month from 3 -4 p.m.

We manage health clinics providing comprehensive gynecology services,
including abortion care. Texans, if you can travel out of state, we offer virtual abortion care by mail up to
11 weeks of pregnancy in New Mexico.

Supports women and their children
up to age 3 who are experiencing
homelessness with access to
permanent housing through
emergency shelter, transitional
housing, and housing programs.

CitySquare's TRAC program connects
young people ages 14 - 24 who

are transitioning from substitute

care toward self-sufficiency, with
individualized support, planning, and
access to community services.

DRC Rapid Rehousing programs
quickly place people experiencing
homelessness into temporary
housing. Once housed, individuals
or families are set on a path to
secure permanent housing through
professional case managementand
connections to other services.

Provides outreach services and
referrals to unsheltered homeless
persons living in places unsuitable
for human habitation.

In order to be considered for respite /
residential services, adults must be
able to do the following: attend six
hours daily psychosocial programing,
self-administer medications, and
agree to be monitored.
