Wedgwood neighborhood in Southwest Tarrant County. This community showed the highest growth and the 
greatest need for additional healthcare services. 
 
The medical home model allows patients to access care under one roof for convenience and efficiency. The new 
clinic will include primary care services as well as other ancillary healthcare services to address the 
socioeconomic needs of the community. 
 
The property was purchased from Kroger Texas for the price of $4,050,000. The clinic will be built by Byrne
