Iz Pursuant to Chapter 2254 of the Texas Government Code and other Texas Purchasing Laws
and Section VIII of JPS Purchasing Procedure LDF 7201, the Board of Managers may, in its

Ratification of approval of contract between Guidehouse LLP and Tarrant County Hospital
District d/b/a JPS Health Network, an exemption from Competitive Bidding to Guidehouse is
a professional advisor firm that has a team specializing in identifying and maximizing
opportunities for reimbursement of lost revenue and expenses caused by the

pandemic. They have been engaged by Tarrant County and several of the large public
hospitals in Texas. Guidehouse provides access to subject matter experts and serves as an
advisor on the following:

e Assist District with the strategy and administration set up of federal disaster funding.

e Work with District on tasks such as coordination of benefits for multiple funding sources,
eligibility determination, documentation requirements, status reporting, procurement
support, and appeals support through use of their subject matter experts.

e Provide services to the District to help determine and maximize funding sources
available.

* Provide District with coordination support between the District and relevant
federal/state agencies.

This contract is based on an hourly rate not to exceed a maximum of $250,000 for the term of
this Agreement. This Agreement may be terminated be either party immediately on written
notice to the other party at any time. We ask for expedited approval based on certain
impeding deadlines and the windows of opportunity to access funding sources related to the
pandemic.
