A. INTRODUCTION AND OVERVIEW
The District desires to award a contract or contracts based upon vendor proposals (“Solicitation Response(s)”) to this Solicitation (“Solicitation”). The District is soliciting vendor proposals from vendors capable of supplying the District with Fire Alarm, Suppression and Sprinkler System Repair & Maintenance Services (the “Service(s)”), as set forth and specified herein (See Section II below, Business Requirements, attached hereto and incorporated herein for all purposes). All Solicitation Responses must be delivered to the District by the date and time, and in the manner specified in Section I.B hereof to be considered a Solicitation Response by the District. It is the sole responsibility of the vendor submitting a Solicitation Response (“Respondent”) to ensure that its Solicitation Response is delivered to the proper location on time and in the manner set forth herein.
A Solicitation Response does not commit the District to accept such Solicitation Response or to award a contract based on any Solicitation Response (“Contract Award”) merely because a Solicitation Response may propose the lowest price for the Services.  The District expressly reserves the right to base any Contract Award hereunder upon its evaluation of all relevant factors regarding the vendor, including, but not limited to, Service pricing and terms, management experience and expertise, industry reputation and profile, performance history, support services, location and accessibility, and any other information relevant to its evaluation. Qualifications and omissions will be considered when evaluating vendor solicitation responses. A Solicitation Response that does not meet the minimum requirements set forth in Section II below, Business Requirements, will be disqualified.
This Solicitation is not an order and does not commit the District to pay for any costs incurred by the prospective vendor in the preparation or submission of the Solicitation or in the procurement of the Service.  Service quantity estimates used herein may or may not reflect actual quantities needed or used by the District in the future, and do not commit the District to order specific Service quantities. Any Solicitation Response accompanied by terms and conditions that conflict with this Solicitation may be rejected by the District.
The District reserves the right to reject any or all Solicitation Responses and to issue a Contract Award or not to issue a Contract Award based solely on the Solicitation Responses received by the District in response to this Solicitation.  However, prior to making any award hereunder, the District also reserves the right to engage in additional discussions with one or more of the vendors responding to this Solicitation.
Any prospective Respondent may request an explanation or interpretation of any portion of this Solicitation by complying with the request procedure described in Section I.C.2 below. The responses, if any, of the District to such requests are subject to and will be in the form of amendment to the Solicitation and will comply with the provisions of Section I.C.2 below. The District may elect not to respond to any or all such requests received from prospective Respondents.
MINORITY, WOMAN, AND VETERAN OWNED BUSINESS ENTERPRISE PARTICIPATION
The District maintains a policy of encouraging and engaging in business transactions with vendors who qualify and are certified under applicable law as Minority, Woman, and Veteran Owned Business Enterprises (“MWVBEs”).  The District establishes a 25% good faith target goal.  The District also encourages its vendors to utilize subcontractors and vendors who qualify and are certified under applicable law as MWVBEs.  MWVBE Respondents are also strongly encouraged to subcontract to other MWVBEs to expand MWVBE participation beyond Respondent’s own self-performance.  MWVBE Respondents should identify and list MWVBE subcontractors and other relevant information under the appropriate Solicitation Response section(s) and on the Good Faith Form (Exhibit F). Prior to the Contract Award, a Respondent’s good faith efforts to utilize MWVBE subcontractors and vendors in its business transactions shall be part of the criteria under which the vendor proposals will be considered.  Each Respondent will be required to show in its Solicitation Response its efforts to utilize MWVBE subcontractors and vendors in its business transactions.
VENDOR PORTAL
[bookmark: _Hlk127523373]Prior to the District’s consideration of a Respondent’s Solicitation Response each Respondent is required to register as a vendor in the District’s online vendor portal, B2Gnow, located on the District’s Website at: https://jpshealth.gob2g.com.
The District will monitor contract compliance via B2GNow. The prime vendor and any subcontractors awarded contracts as a result of this Solicitation are required to use the secure web-based system to submit project information including, but not limited to, monthly progress payment reports and other information related to MWVBE participation. The District may require additional information related to the contract to be provided electronically through the system at any time before, during, or after contract award. Noncompliance may result in exclusion of a vendor from future contract opportunities with the District.
COMPLIANCE WITH TEXAS GOVERNMENT CODE SECTION 2252.908
Texas Government Code Section 2252.908 (“Section 2252.908”) states that a governmental entity or state agency may not enter into certain contracts with a business entity unless the business entity submits Form 1295, a disclosure of interested parties, to the governmental entity or state agency at the time the business entity submits the signed contract to the governmental entity or state agency.  Section 2252.908 applies to all contracts entered into from and after January 1, 2016 between business entities and Texas governmental entities and state agencies which meet either one of the following criteria:
1. the contract requires a vote of the governing body of the Texas governmental entity, or
2. the contract has a contractual value of at least $1 Million.
The Texas Ethics Commission has adopted a Certificate of Interested Parties form (“Form 1295”) and has made it available on the TEC website.
In 2017 Section 2252.908 was amended to provide that the requirements of Section 2252.908 do not apply to the following contracts entered into or amended after January 1, 2018:
1. a contract with a publicly traded business entity, including a wholly owned subsidiary of the business entity;
2. a contract with an electric utility, as that term is defined by Section 31.002, Texas Utilities Code; or
3. a contract with a gas utility, as that term is defined by Section 121.001, Texas Utilities Code.
In the event a Contract Award is issued pursuant to this Solicitation, the Respondent receiving the Contract Award shall be required to comply with the provisions of Section 2252.908, Texas Government Code, and the Chapter 46 Rules of the TEC, prior to entry into a contract with the District.  The TEC has posted a video tutorial to its website for business entity filings of Form 1295. The TEC video provides step-by-step tutorials for creating login accounts for the business entity for completing and filing Form 1295. The TEC video tutorials can be viewed on its website at:

COMPLIANCE WITH TEXAS GOVERNMENT CODE CH. 2271 (Boycott of Israel Prohibited)
In 2017 Texas Government Code Section 2271.001 et seq. was enacted to provide that a Texas governmental entity is prohibited from entering into a contract with a company unless the contract contains a written verification by the company that (i) the company does not boycott Israel, and (ii) the company will not boycott Israel during the term of the contract. The requirement was modified in 2019 to apply only to contracts with a value of $100,000 or more that are made with a company (not including sole proprietorships) with 10 or more full-time employees. The term “boycott Israel” is defined in Section 808.001(1) of the Texas Government Code and means refusing to deal with, terminating business activities with, or otherwise taking any action that is intended to penalize, inflict harm on, or limit commercial relationships specifically with Israel, or with a person or entity doing business in Israel or in an Israel-controlled territory, but does not include an action made for ordinary business purposes. Any awarded contract must comply with the verification requirements in Texas Government Code Section 2271.001, and a Respondent’s failure or refusal to comply will result in the withdrawal of the Contract Award. Respondents should ensure they and their affiliates do not appear on the Texas Comptroller’s List of Companies that Boycott Israel.
COMPLIANCE WITH TEXAS GOVERNMENT CODE SECTIONS 2252.151 et seq. (Scrutinized Business Operations in Sudan, Iran, or with Designated Foreign Terrorist Organizations Prohibited)
In 2017 Texas Government Code Chapter 2252 was amended by adding Sections 2252.151 et seq. to provide that a Texas governmental entity is prohibited from entering into a contract with a company that engages in certain scrutinized business operations in Sudan, Iran, or with foreign terrorist organizations. A Texas government entity may not enter into a contract with a “scrutinized company” as defined in Section 2270.0001(9) of the Texas Government Code. Respondents should ensure that they and their affiliates do not appear on the Texas Comptroller’s Scrutinized Companies Lists. The District is prohibited by law from entering into a contract with a company on such a list (including a company with any affiliate on the list).
COMPLIANCE WITH TEXAS GOVERNMENT CODE CH. 2274 (Discrimination Against Firearm Entities or Firearm Trade Associations Prohibited)
In 2021, Texas Government Code Chapter 2274 was enacted to provide that a Texas governmental entity is prohibited from entering into a contract with a company unless the contract contains a written verification by the company that (i) the company does not have a practice, policy, guidance, or directive that discriminates against a firearm entity or firearm trade association, and (ii) the company will not discriminate against a firearm entity or firearm trade association during the term of the contract.  The requirement applies only to contracts with a value of $100,000 or more that are made with a company (not including sole proprietorships) with 10 or more full-time employees.  The requirement does not apply to sole source contracts or competitive solicitations-related contracts where no respondent can provide the verification required.  (See Sec. 2274.002(c)). The term “discriminate against a firearm entity or firearm trade association” is defined in Texas Government Code Section 2274.001(3) and means, with respect to the entity or association, to: (i) refuse to engage in the trade of any goods or services with the entity or association based solely on its status as a firearm entity or firearm trade association; (ii) refrain from continuing an existing business relationship with the entity or association based solely on its status as a firearm entity or firearm trade association; or (iii) terminate an existing business relationship with the entity or association based solely on its status as a firearm entity or firearm trade association; the term does not include: (i) the established policies of a merchant, retail seller, or platform that restrict or prohibit the listing or selling of ammunition, firearms, or firearm accessories; and (ii) a company’s refusal to engage in the trade of any goods or services, decision to refrain from continuing an existing business relationship, or decision to terminate an existing business relationship: (aa) to comply with federal, state, or local law, policy, or regulations or a directive by a regulatory agency; or (bb) for any traditional business reason that is specific to the customer or potential customer and not based solely on an entity’s or association’s status as a firearm entity or firearm trade association. Any awarded contract must comply with the verification requirements in Texas Government Code Section 2274.002, and a Respondent’s failure or refusal to comply will result in the withdrawal of the Contract Award.
[bookmark: _Hlk82523885]COMPLIANCE WITH TEXAS GOVERNMENT CODE CH. 2276 (Boycott of Certain Energy Companies Prohibited)
In 2021, Texas Government Code Chapter 2276 was enacted to provide that a Texas governmental entity is prohibited from entering into a contract with a company unless the contract contains a written verification by the company that (i) the company does not boycott energy companies, and (ii) the company will not boycott energy companies during the term of the contract.  The requirement applies only to contracts with a value of $100,000 or more that are made with a company (not including sole proprietorships) with 10 or more full-time employees.  The term “boycott energy company” is defined in Section 809.001(1) of the Texas Government Code and means, without an ordinary business purpose, refusing to deal with, terminating business activities with, or otherwise taking any action that is intended to penalize, inflict economic harm on, or limit commercial relations with a company because the company: (A) engages in the exploration, production, utilization, transportation, sale, or manufacturing of fossil fuel-based energy and does not commit or pledge to meet environmental standards beyond applicable federal and state law; or (B) does business with a company described by subsection (A). Any awarded contract must comply with the verification requirements in Texas Government Code Section 2276.002, and a Respondent’s failure or refusal to comply will result in the withdrawal of the Contract Award.
TEXAS PUBLIC INFORMATION ACT
Each Respondent acknowledges that the District is a governmental body operating under and subject to the provisions of the Texas Public Information Act (“TPIA”) (Chapter 552 of the Texas Government Code) and thereby acknowledges that certain information collected, assembled, or maintained in connection with the transaction of official business by a governmental body is considered public information potentially subject to disclosure pursuant to a valid TPIA request. Respondent is responsible for challenging any requests for information it considers confidential under the TPIA. The requirements of Subchapter J, Chapter 552 of the Texas Government Code apply to this bid, and the contractor or vendor agrees that that the contract can be terminated if the contractor or vendor knowingly or intentionally fails to comply with a requirement of that subchapter. Respondents should consult the Attorney General’s website (https://www.texasattorneygeneral.gov/open-government/office-attorney-general-and-public-information-act) for information concerning the application of the provisions of the TPIA to proposals and proprietary vendor information.
B. [bookmark: _Ref66699951]SOLICITATION RESPONSE REQUIREMENTS, CONDITIONS AND RELATED INFORMATION
1. [bookmark: _Ref66700117]Preparation of Solicitation Response.
a. Each Respondent should carefully examine and familiarize itself with this Solicitation and all exhibits, drawings, specifications, and instructions included in this Solicitation. Each Respondent, by submitting a Solicitation Proposal, represents that Respondent has read and understands this Solicitation and the drawings, exhibits attached to this Solicitation.
b. [bookmark: _Ref66700052]Each Solicitation Response shall be fully completed, shall contain all the information required from the Respondent by this Solicitation, including the Vendor Certification Form attached hereto as Exhibit D (“Required Information”), and shall be signed and executed, on the Signature Form attached hereto as Exhibit B by an officer or other authorized representative of the Respondent.  Each page of a Solicitation Response shall contain the company name of the Respondent.  A Respondent’s failure to provide any of the Required Information in its Solicitation Response, or the failure of the Solicitation Response to contain the signature of Respondent’s officer or other duly authorized representative, may result in the District’s disqualification of such Solicitation Response.  The Required Information shall include detailed information regarding the Respondent’s historical efforts (for the last year) to utilize DBE subcontractors and vendors in its prior business transactions and shall include such detailed information in its Solicitation Response.
c. Each Respondent shall be responsible for and shall bear all costs for the preparation and presentation of its Solicitation Response.  Unless otherwise designated by Respondent and agreed by the District, the Solicitation Response and all drawings, materials, supporting documentation, manuals, etc. submitted with any Solicitation Response (“Submitted Materials”) will, immediately upon submission, become the property of the District.  After the date upon which the final vendor is selected (See Section I.C.1 below) Respondents may request the return of the Submitted Materials.  However, all costs associated with returning the Submitted Materials to a Respondent shall be born and paid in advance by the Respondent.
d. The District does not guarantee the confidentiality of any Submitted Materials.  Each Respondent, by submitting a Solicitation Response, acknowledges and agrees that any Submitted Materials will be distributed or made available to appropriate District personnel and consultants involved in this Solicitation process, and further understand that the Submitted Materials may be subject to disclosure pursuant to the TPIA.  Information considered proprietary by a Respondent should be clearly marked “Proprietary” when submitted with a Solicitation Response.
e. The District reserves the right to modify and/or supplement this Solicitation by amendment issued by the District prior to the date and time of the Response Deadline (defined herein). Any such amendments will be posted on-line prior to the Response Deadline at the same District internet site where this Solicitation is kept available for solicitation of Solicitation Responses. It is the responsibility of each Respondent to check that internet site frequently to determine if any amendments have been issued.
f. The District reserves the right to withdraw this Solicitation, at its sole discretion, from any or all prospective vendors and Respondents at any time, before or after the Response Deadline. The withdrawal, if ever, of this Solicitation shall be effective upon the District’s issuance of written notice posted on-line at the same District internet site where this Solicitation is kept available for solicitation of Solicitation Responses, which notice may also be sent by the District to the prospective Respondents in any manner deemed reasonable by the District.
2. [bookmark: _Ref66702907]Form of Contract.
Any Respondent awarded a contract with the District for the purchase and sale of the products and/or services pursuant to this Solicitation shall be required to execute an agreement between the Respondent and the District which shall in all material respects contain the terms and conditions set forth in Exhibit C (Contract Terms), which is attached hereto and incorporated herein for all purposes.  The District will not agree to change the Contract Terms except under unusual circumstances approved in the sole discretion of the District and its legal counsel. The District will entertain changes to the Contract Terms to the limited extent required to conform the unique terms of the Solicitation Response to the Contract Terms (e.g., unique payment provisions, terms and conditions). The District reserves the right to approve or reject any proposed changes to the Contract Terms submitted by Respondents.
[bookmark: _Hlk78965685]IF ANY RESPONDENT PROPOSES CHANGES TO THE CONTRACT TERMS THE RESPONDENT MUST DO SO BY PROVIDING A REDLINE IN RESPONSE TO EXHIBIT C, THE VENDOR’S PROPOSED REVISIONS SHOWING ALL PROPOSED EXCEPTIONS, ADDITIONS, DELETIONS AND/OR REVISIONS TO THE REQUIRED CONTRACT TERMS.  A RESPONDENT’S ATTEMPT TO PROVIDE ITS PROPOSED EXCEPTIONS, ADDITIONS, DELETIONS AND/OR REVISIONS IN ANY MANNER OTHER THAN AS INSTRUCTED MAY RESULT IN THE DISTRICT’S REJECTION OF THE RESPONSE WITHOUT FURTHER EXAMINATION.
Respondents may not request additional changes to the Contract Terms after the Solicitation Response has been submitted to the District, nor will the District agree to negotiate any requested changes to the Contract Terms which are not included with the Solicitation Response in the manner and form set forth above in this section I.B.2 and in Exhibit C.

1. All Solicitation Responses shall be submitted to the District as follows:

If you submit a redline in response to Exhibit C, you must provide an editable, unlocked/unsecured version of the redline with your Solicitation Response (preferably in track changes).
(ii) [bookmark: _BPDC_LN_INS_1211][bookmark: _BPDC_PR_INS_1212]An attempted award will be deemed invalid if the Respondent, upon award of a contract (if ever), is not registered with JPS Vendor Portal (https://jpshealth.gob2g.com/) or is not in compliance with the District’s requirements for vendor credentialing.
(iii) Respondents must submit the Solicitation Response as follows: the body of the email containing the Solicitation Response must state the following: (i) the name and address of the Respondent, (ii) the Response Deadline, and (iii) the Solicitation number. Please put the Solicitation number and description in your email subject line.
(iv) [bookmark: _BPDC_LN_INS_1209][bookmark: _BPDC_PR_INS_1210]Unless otherwise expressly provided in this Solicitation or in any amendment to this Solicitation, no Respondent shall modify or cancel the Solicitation Response or any part thereof for thirty (30) days after the Response Deadline. Respondents may withdraw Solicitation Proposals at any time before the Solicitation Proposals are opened by the District, but may not resubmit them.  No Solicitation Proposal may be withdrawn or modified after the Solicitation Proposal deadline.

However, the District reserves the right to waive any irregularities and to make the award in the best interest of the District.

In addition, the District reserves the right to reject any Solicitation Response if the Respondent failed to submit the data, information or documents required by this Solicitation, or if the Solicitation Proposal is any way incomplete or irregular.

The Response Deadline may be extended by the District upon amendment to this Solicitation issued prior to the then-existing Response Deadline. Solicitation Responses are not scheduled for public opening.  No telephone, telephonic, or FAX Solicitation Responses will be accepted.  The District will not be responsible for missing, lost, or late deliveries.  Solicitation Proposals delivered after the Response Deadline will not be accepted or considered under any circumstances.
i. Each Solicitation Response shall contain the completed form entitled, “Vendor Certification Form” set forth on Exhibit D which is attached hereto and incorporated herein for all purposes.
j. Each Solicitation Response shall contain the completed form entitled “Conflict of Interest Questionnaire” set forth on Exhibit E which is attached hereto and incorporated herein for all purposes, and shall return the Conflict of Interest Questionnaire with its Solicitation Response.

A. INTRODUCTION
The District is requesting proposals from qualified vendors to provide Fire Alarm, Suppression and, Sprinkler System Repair and Maintenance Services.
B. BACKGROUND
The Tarrant County Hospital District, known as JPS Health Network (“District”), is a tax-supported organization serving the healthcare needs of families across Tarrant County. JPS provides adult inpatient care at John Peter Smith Hospital, a facility licensed for 582 beds and located in Fort Worth, Texas. JPS has served as a Level I Trauma Center for Tarrant County for over a decade and is currently the largest training institution in Fort Worth.

The health network offers comprehensive services including primary care, specialty care, and pharmacy at more than 25 community locations. JPS is dedicated to providing a full continuum of behavioral health services, including inpatient services at Trinity Springs Pavilion, emergency behavioral health services at our Psychiatric Emergency Center, outpatient services at our JPS clinics, and mental health services for children and adolescents through programs like TCHATT.
JPS is governed by an eleven (11) member Board of Managers, whose members are appointed by the Tarrant County Commissioners Court.

[bookmark: _bookmark5]The JPS Health Network is soliciting bids to establish a three (3) year service price agreement with qualified suppliers for routine and emergent maintenance of fire alarms, sprinklers, and suppression systems. This scope of work includes full maintenance, repairs, and replacement of components and parts associated with fire alarms, sprinklers, and suppression equipment across various facilities. Full system replacement is not anticipated under this agreement. Services will be ordered on an as-needed basis throughout the duration of the agreement. The awarded bidder(s) must be capable of fulfilling all aspects of these specifications in a timely and complete manner.
A. Staffing
1. Vendor Shall:
a. Provide fire alarm, sprinkler, and suppression equipment repairs and maintenance services for all the District’s properties.
b. Provide adequate staffing to perform the work detailed in the specifications, including fire system service, routine service calls, emergency service calls, troubleshooting, repairs, maintenance, and other related services.

· Responsible Managing Employee-General Inspector (RME-I) or General License (RME-G) – for water-based systems.
· Type K (FEL-K), Type A (FEL-A), or Planning License (EPL) – for kitchen hood systems.
· FAL or APS and FEL-A or EPL – for suppression systems.
· Sprinkler Certificate of Registration – General (SCR) and Underground (SCR-U).
· Fire Alarm Certificate of Registration (ACR)
· Extinguisher Certificate of Registration (ECR)

e. Provide all transportation, labor, materials, tools, equipment, and supervision necessary to perform repairs and maintenance at District sites listed in the Service Locations.
f. Perform all work in a first-class, professional manner in accordance with the plans, specifications, manufacturer recommendations, governing codes, and district instructions.
g. Obtain a clear understanding of the scope of work for each assignment or service call.
2. Account Manager, responsibilities and performance requirements include:
a. Supervise all vendor personnel and subcontractors that may perform tasks on District sites.
b. Contractor shall report to the JPS Facilities Engineering Leadership or equivalent when on JPS property before beginning work.
c. Contractor shall provide continuous 24-hour on-call fire alarm, sprinkler, and suppression services with a two (2) hour response time on all District sites.
d. Ensure fire systems services are performed per specifications for routine service calls, emergency service calls, troubleshooting, repairs, maintenance, and other services as described.
e. Staff full-time office personnel with the ability to contact field crews to relay changes in schedules or problems encountered in the field.
B. Scope of Work for Fire Alarm, Suppression, and Sprinkler System Services includes:
1. General Services
a. Vendor shall provide comprehensive maintenance, repair, and replacement services for the fire alarm, sprinkler, and suppression systems at all designated district locations. Services include, but are not limited to:
i. Regular preventive maintenance and calibration of fire alarm suppression and sprinkler systems.
ii. Emergency and routine repairs and troubleshooting of fire alarms, sprinklers, and suppression equipment.
iii. Replacement of damaged or outdated system and equipment components as needed to ensure continued compliance with safety standards and operational requirements. Full system replacement is not expected under this contract. Only replacement of failing, damaged, or obsolete components is covered.
iv. System upgrades or enhancements as required by code updates or as recommended by the manufacturer or a licensed professional.
b. The District expects the vendor to provide the most competitive pricing for all parts and components. The vendor’s markup on parts must be clearly defined on the submitted price sheet.
2. Repairs & Replacements
a. Vendors shall promptly respond to repair requests, ensuring all repairs are performed using manufacturer-approved parts.
b. Any components requiring replacement shall be replaced with parts that meet or exceed the original specifications and comply with all regulatory standards.

c. In the event of a system failure, the Vendor shall take immediate action to restore functionality, provide temporary solutions as necessary, and follow up with permanent repairs or replacements.
d. The District will receive documentation of all repairs and maintenance.
3. Emergencies & Response Time
a. Vendor shall provide twenty-four hours a day, seven (7) days a week emergency services for system malfunctions, fire alarms, sprinklers, and suppression system failures, ensuring minimal downtime or disruption to the District's operations as part of this agreement.
b. Response times to emergency calls shall not exceed two (2) hours unless otherwise agreed upon due to extraordinary circumstances.
4. Inclement Weather Services include
a. The vendor shall supply sufficient staff, transportation, labor, material, and tools for an emergency event.
b. During inclement weather events, the vendor shall ensure staff are available 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, with a required response time of no more than two
(2) hours.
c. Vendor will be responsible for providing adequate staffing to prepare designated sites in advance of forecasted inclement weather events to ensure operational readiness and minimize disruption.
d. Response for Winter Weather will cover all JPS locations identified in this contract. Priorities of locations will be completed by the account manager and Facilities Engineering Leadership.
e. The District will require separate teams to respond to the JPS main campus buildings and the off-site locations.
5. Training & Support
a. The Vendor shall offer ongoing training to district personnel, as needed, to ensure proper operation and troubleshooting of fire protection and suppression systems.
C. Important Information and Guidelines
1. Work Debris, Scrap Material, and Clean Up
a. All work debris, scrap, and residual materials shall become the responsibility of the Vendor.
b. The Vendor will be responsible for removing all waste material and rubbish from the work site.
c. Work debris and scrap material must be taken to the public dump by the Vendor at the end of each working day unless other arrangements have been made or approved by JPS Leadership.
d. Vendors shall always maintain the work area in a clean, safe, and professional manner.

a. The vendor shall limit the use of the premises for work and storage for current repair or maintenance activities.

b. The vendor shall coordinate use of the premises with the Facilities Engineering Leadership.
c. The vendor shall assume full responsibility for the protection and safekeeping of all materials and equipment under the contract.
3. Safety
a. The Vendor shall adhere to all Contractor Requirements and any onboarding requirements.
b. Vendors will supply a HEPA Cart for above-ceiling work in critical areas.
c. Vendors must have a company badge identifying their individual’s name and picture while on any District property. The fully onboarded vendors must wear their District badge at all times while on the property.
d. Vendors strictly adhere and comply with all Occupational Safety and Health Standards (OSHA), the District’s Health and Hospital Safety requirements, and other applicable safety practices as they pertain to the protection of personnel, property, and equipment.

This Professional Services Agreement (the “Agreement”) is made and entered into effective ___________________ (“Effective Date”), by and between __________________, a ________________ (“Contractor”), and Tarrant County Hospital District d/b/a JPS Health Network, a unit of local government and more specifically a county hospital district, created and operating under Chapter 281 of the Texas Health and Safety Code (“District”). The District and Contractor may be referred to individually as a “Party” to this Agreement and they may be referred to collectively as the “Parties” to this Agreement.
RECITALS
WHEREAS, the District, in furtherance of its statutory obligations to provide health care services to the indigent and needy residents of Tarrant County, Texas, owns and operates a fully accredited, integrated health delivery system that includes several hundred licensed in-patient beds at three facilities, as well as an extensive network of community-based facilities located throughout and serving the residents of Tarrant County, Texas;
WHEREAS, the District has requested proposals to provide the services described on Schedule 1 (Scope of Services), which is attached hereto and incorporated herein for all purposes (“Services”);
WHEREAS, Contractor has presented a proposal to provide the Services to the District;
WHEREAS, Contractor has developed and maintains the expertise and resources necessary to perform and complete the Services;
WHEREAS, Contractor is a _________________ operated under the laws of the State of _________, is qualified to do business in the State of Texas, and is qualified and capable of performing and completing the Services; and,
WHEREAS, Contractor desires to provide the Services as so required by the District, and the District desires to contract with Contractor for the Services;
WHEREAS, This Agreement is awarded to the Vendor pursuant to the District’s Request for Proposal (“RFP”) #20251321091 for Fire Alarm, Suppression, and Sprinkler System Repair and Maintenance, all of whose material terms and conditions, including without limitation the RFP Project Scope and Minimum Requirements and Vendor’s response thereto are incorporated herein; provided, however, that in the event of conflict between the terms of the RFP, Vendor’s Response, and this Agreement, the terms of this Agreement shall prevail.
NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions hereinafter contained, and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged by the Parties, the District and Contractor hereby agree as follows:
1. [bookmark: _Hlk54254634]Services to be Performed; Applicable Standards. Contractor shall perform and complete the Services in a diligent, professional and workmanlike manner using industry best practices applicable to the performance of the Services. Furthermore, Contractor shall use only qualified personnel to perform and complete the Services. Contractor will supply at its own expense, necessary computers, software, supplies and other materials required to perform and deliver the Services to the District.
2. Fees for Services Performed. The District shall pay to Contractor fees for the Services performed and the reimbursable expenses incurred by Contractor under this Agreement as set forth in Schedule 2 (Fees and Expenses), which is attached hereto and incorporated by reference herein. Except to the extent expressly included in reimbursable Expenses on Schedule 2, the District will not be required to reimburse Contractor for any salaries, consulting fees, commissions, general overhead at Contractor’s place or places of business, office rental expense, utility expenses or expenses related to computers, software, supplies and other materials required to perform and deliver the Services or used by Contractor in the performance and delivery of the Services.
3. Term and Termination. 
(a)	Term. The Parties agree that this Agreement shall continue for a period of three (3) years from the Effective Date. At the end of the term of the Agreement, the District reserves the right to extend the contract for up to 120 days to provide an opportunity to bring a new contract into place with another vendor. 
(b)	Termination for Cause. Either Party may terminate this Agreement for cause upon the occurrence of an Event of Default (as defined below) by delivery of written notice of termination to the other Party while such Event of Default continues to exist, whereupon all obligations of the District under this Agreement shall terminate, other than the payment by the District for all amounts due under this Agreement through the effective date of termination.

Upon the occurrence of an Event of Default, the non-defaulting Party may, in addition to any and all other remedies available under law, elect to: (1) terminate this Agreement in accordance and upon compliance with the termination provisions in Section 3 of this Agreement, and/or (2) commence collection actions (including court actions) for all sums due under this Agreement, and/or (3) seek such other remedies for such Event of Default as are available at law or in equity. All rights and remedies available to a Party hereunder, by law or equity, shall be cumulative and there shall be no obligation for such Party to exercise a particular remedy.
(e)	Early Termination. The District shall have the right to terminate this Agreement without cause in its sole discretion at any time prior to such completion of the Services by giving Contractor at least thirty (30) days’ prior written notice of such termination (hereinafter referred to as “Early Termination”). In the event of Early Termination, the District will pay all fees due to Contractor under Section 2 hereof for all Services performed by Contractor in accordance with the requirements of this Agreement up to and including the date of termination. The District also shall reimburse Contractor for all expenses incurred by Contractor in the performance of Services hereunder and which are or would be due to Contractor under Section 2 hereof if Early Termination had not occurred. Contractor acknowledges and agrees that in the event of such Early Termination, Contractor will not perform any unnecessary part of the Services nor will it incur any unreasonable expenses after receiving notice of Early Termination, but Contractor will perform only those Services and incur only those expenses reasonably necessary to fulfill its obligations under Section 1 hereof and this Section 3. Nothing set forth in this Section 3 shall limit the District’s other rights or remedies.

Scope of Services
K. PROJECT SCOPE
The JPS Health Network is soliciting bids to establish a three (3) year service price agreement with qualified suppliers for routine and emergent maintenance of fire alarms, sprinklers, and suppression systems. This scope of work includes full maintenance, repairs, and replacement of components and parts associated with fire alarms, sprinklers, and suppression equipment across various facilities. Full system replacement is not anticipated under this agreement. Services will be ordered on an as-needed basis throughout the duration of the agreement. The awarded bidder(s) must be capable of fulfilling all aspects of these specifications in a timely and complete manner.
D. Staffing
1. Vendor Shall:
a. Provide fire alarm, sprinkler, and suppression equipment repairs and maintenance services for all the District’s properties.
b. Provide adequate staffing to perform the work detailed in the specifications, including fire system service, routine service calls, emergency service calls, troubleshooting, repairs, maintenance, and other related services.
c. Assign an Account Manager to the District to supervise the fire alarm, sprinkler, and suppression technicians assigned to these areas.
d. Ensure all technicians are qualified in the systems they are working on or are under the direct on-site supervision of a qualified individual. NFPA defines a qualified individual as a competent and capable person (or company) who has met the requirements and training for a given field acceptable to the AHJ. – 2017 NFPA 25 3.3.34 & 2019 NFPA 72 3.3.228. The Texas State Fire Marshal’s Office (SFMO) requires the following current and maintained individual licenses and registrations:
· Fire Alarm Technician (FAL) or Fire Alarm Planning Superintendent (APS) – for fire alarms.
· Responsible Managing Employee-General Inspector (RME-I) or General License (RME-G) – for water-based systems.
· Type K (FEL-K), Type A (FEL-A), or Planning License (EPL) – for kitchen hood systems.
· FAL or APS and FEL-A or EPL – for suppression systems.
· Sprinkler Certificate of Registration – General (SCR) and Underground (SCR-U).
· Fire Alarm Certificate of Registration (ACR)
· Extinguisher Certificate of Registration (ECR)

e. Provide all transportation, labor, materials, tools, equipment, and supervision necessary to perform repairs and maintenance at District sites listed in the Service Locations.
f. Perform all work in a first-class, professional manner in accordance with the plans, specifications, manufacturer recommendations, governing codes, and district instructions.
g. Obtain a clear understanding of the scope of work for each assignment or service call.
2. Account Manager, responsibilities and performance requirements include:
a. Supervise all vendor personnel and subcontractors that may perform tasks on District sites.
b. Contractor shall report to the JPS Facilities Engineering Leadership or equivalent when on JPS property before beginning work.
c. Contractor shall provide continuous 24-hour on-call fire alarm, sprinkler, and suppression services with a two (2) hour response time on all District sites.
d. Ensure fire systems services are performed per specifications for routine service calls, emergency service calls, troubleshooting, repairs, maintenance, and other services as described.
e. Staff full-time office personnel with the ability to contact field crews to relay changes in schedules or problems encountered in the field.
E. Scope of Work for Fire Alarm, Suppression, and Sprinkler System Services includes:
1. General Services
a. Vendor shall provide comprehensive maintenance, repair, and replacement services for the fire alarm, sprinkler, and suppression systems at all designated district locations. Services include, but are not limited to:
v. Regular preventive maintenance and calibration of fire alarm suppression and sprinkler systems.
vi. Emergency and routine repairs and troubleshooting of fire alarms, sprinklers, and suppression equipment.
vii. Replacement of damaged or outdated system and equipment components as needed to ensure continued compliance with safety standards and operational requirements. Full system replacement is not expected under this contract. Only replacement of failing, damaged, or obsolete components is covered.
viii. System upgrades or enhancements as required by code updates or as recommended by the manufacturer or a licensed professional.
b. The District expects the vendor to provide the most competitive pricing for all parts and components. The vendor’s markup on parts must be clearly defined on the submitted price sheet.
2. Repairs & Replacements
a. Vendors shall promptly respond to repair requests, ensuring all repairs are performed using manufacturer-approved parts.
b. Any components requiring replacement shall be replaced with parts that meet or exceed the original specifications and comply with all regulatory standards.

c. In the event of a system failure, the Vendor shall take immediate action to restore functionality, provide temporary solutions as necessary, and follow up with permanent repairs or replacements.
d. The District will receive documentation of all repairs and maintenance.
3. Emergencies & Response Time
a. Vendor shall provide twenty-four hours a day, seven (7) days a week emergency services for system malfunctions, fire alarms, sprinklers, and suppression system failures, ensuring minimal downtime or disruption to the District's operations as part of this agreement.
b. Response times to emergency calls shall not exceed two (2) hours unless otherwise agreed upon due to extraordinary circumstances.
4. Inclement Weather Services include
a. The vendor shall supply sufficient staff, transportation, labor, material, and tools for an emergency event.
b. During inclement weather events, the vendor shall ensure staff are available 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, with a required response time of no more than two
(2) hours.
c. Vendor will be responsible for providing adequate staffing to prepare designated sites in advance of forecasted inclement weather events to ensure operational readiness and minimize disruption.
d. Response for Winter Weather will cover all JPS locations identified in this contract. Priorities of locations will be completed by the account manager and Facilities Engineering Leadership.
e. The District will require separate teams to respond to the JPS main campus buildings and the off-site locations.
5. Training & Support
a. The Vendor shall offer ongoing training to district personnel, as needed, to ensure proper operation and troubleshooting of fire protection and suppression systems.
F. Important Information and Guidelines
1. Work Debris, Scrap Material, and Clean Up
a. All work debris, scrap, and residual materials shall become the responsibility of the Vendor.
b. The Vendor will be responsible for removing all waste material and rubbish from the work site.
c. Work debris and scrap material must be taken to the public dump by the Vendor at the end of each working day unless other arrangements have been made or approved by JPS Leadership.
d. Vendors shall always maintain the work area in a clean, safe, and professional manner.
2. Vendor’s Use of Premises
a. The vendor shall limit the use of the premises for work and storage for current repair or maintenance activities.

b. The vendor shall coordinate use of the premises with the Facilities Engineering Leadership.
c. The vendor shall assume full responsibility for the protection and safekeeping of all materials and equipment under the contract.
3. Safety
a. The Vendor shall adhere to all Contractor Requirements and any onboarding requirements.
b. Vendors will supply a HEPA Cart for above-ceiling work in critical areas.
c. Vendors must have a company badge identifying their individual’s name and picture while on any District property. The fully onboarded vendors must wear their District badge at all times while on the property.
d. Vendors strictly adhere and comply with all Occupational Safety and Health Standards (OSHA), the District’s Health and Hospital Safety requirements, and other applicable safety practices as they pertain to the protection of personnel, property, and equipment.
e. Vendors shall furnish, erect, and maintain barricades, warning lights, signs, scaffolds, overhead protection, and guards, as required.
f. Vendor's equipment shall not be left unattended where unauthorized persons can access it. The district is not responsible for lost or stolen equipment.
g. Equipment and tools shall not be left unattended on the sidewalks where they could be a hazard to pedestrian traffic.
4. Damage to Property
a. The vendor is responsible for repairing any damage to existing facilities or equipment and must restore all affected areas to their original condition.
b. The vendor shall bear full responsibility for the proper use of materials, labor, and equipment. Any damage resulting from their use shall be corrected at the vendor’s expense.
c. Any property damage caused in the course of maintenance or repair work must be promptly reported and remedied by the vendor at no cost to the District.
5. Materials and Equipment
a. All materials supplied by the Vendor shall be supplied to the District at the Vendor's best discount from all suppliers utilized by the Vendor.
b. The District reserves the right to question, at any time, suppliers used by the Vendor concerning discounts.
c. Safety Data Sheets (SDS) must be supplied for all products delivered to or used on District property.
6. Code and Regulations
a. Vendor shall comply with all applicable codes, regulations, ordinances, rules, and other legal requirements that bear on the performance of his/her work.
b. The Vendor agrees, during the performance of their work, to comply with all applicable codes and ordinances of the appropriate City, county, or State of Texas as they may apply, as these laws may now read or as they may hereafter be changed or amended.
7. Approval and Communications

a. All communications with the District and all District approvals will be through the Director of Facilities Engineering or the Authorized Representative.
b. The District reserves the right to cancel the contract and pay only for work performed that has been approved and accepted.
c. Official communication and approvals shall be in writing. Oral approvals are NOT binding.
d. The vendor shall be required to have a local number exchange (no long-distance numbers acceptable) and a mobile phone for immediate contact by the Facilities Engineering Leadership.
8. Authorized Representatives
a. The Vendor shall work under the direction of the Facilities Engineering Leadership, who will determine if the work has been completed in accordance with the specifications.
b. The Facilities Engineering Leadership will approve work schedules, specifications, and invoices.
9. General
a. The JPS Facilities Engineering Leadership shall supervise the Vendor's performance.
b. Vendors shall check in with the District’s Building and Facilities Engineering Leadership prior to working on all campuses.
c. Vendors shall utilize only skilled personnel to perform work at the District’s site(s).
d. The District reserves the right to instruct the Vendor to replace any of the Vendor’s personnel who do not meet District approval or who do not conform to regulations governing the District site(s).
e. Vendors must have qualified supervisory personnel on site at all times when work is being performed.
f. Vendors shall not employ any Subcontractor without prior written approval from the District. Vendor shall comply with all the technical provisions regarding service schedules and reports for all District properties. Subcontractor pricing is not to be a standalone, but part of the quoted amount from the vendor for the requested job.
g. Vendor's vehicles shall be clearly marked with the company name/logo.
h. Vendor's personnel shall be in uniform while working on District properties.
i. Vendor personnel’s uniforms shall display the company name/logo.
10. Non-Performance
a. Facilities Engineering will complete rounding to verify service quality and detail.
b. Failure to meet performance requirements will be addressed in a step-by-step process of conversations. Complete failure may result in loss of contract.

L. MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS
Vendors must adhere to the District’s regulatory requirements for permits for above-ceiling work, hot work, and containment carts if required per policy. Vendors must adhere to all contractor requirements provided through orientation.
7. General: Design and installation must be performed in accordance with the most current applicable Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services and The Joint Commission requirements as well as applicable federal, state, county, and city laws, codes, ordinances, requirements, permits, and regulations, including the following:
c. Lifts and/or high-reaching tools may be required. It is the responsibility of the awarded vendor to provide lift(s) and/or high-reaching tools at no additional cost to the District.
d. It is the sole responsibility of the awarded vendor to obtain all permits required for services provided under this contract.
8. Protection of Parsons & Property:
e. The awarded vendors will be responsible for initiating, maintaining, and supervising all safety precautions and programs in connection with the work performed under the contract.
f. The awarded vendors must continuously maintain adequate protection of all work from damage and protect District property from any damage arising in connection with the contract.
g. Work must be conducted in a manner to be of minimal disruption to occupants of the building and must not compromise the security of the work or the occupants.
h. The awarded vendor must frequently clean up all materials and debris caused by its operation, such that at all times, the work site must present a neat, orderly, and professional appearance.
i. The awarded vendor will be responsible for removing all debris from the work site and leaving all affected areas as they were prior to beginning work.
j. The awarded vendor is responsible for protecting all existing and newly installed work, materials, equipment, improvements, utilities, structures, and vegetation at all times during this contract. Any incidental damage the vendor causes during this contract must be repaired or replaced to the satisfaction of the District, with no cost to the District.
k. It will be the sole responsibility of the awarded vendor performing services for this contract to safeguard their own materials, tools, and equipment. The District will not assume any responsibility for vandalism and/or theft of materials, tools, and/or equipment.
9. Subcontractors: If the awarded vendor uses a subcontractor to perform any work under this contract, the awarded vendor will serve as the point of contact and be held liable and responsible for all work and actions of the subcontractor. All subcontractors must have the same quality of professional work as the awarded vendor and must abide by all listed specifications.
l. Any subcontractor must be approved in writing by the District prior to beginning work. The District reserves the right to reject a subcontractor for any reason. Vendor will remain responsible for all obligations under the contract.
m. Subcontractors will be held to the same standards as the awarded vendor including the employee identification requirements listed in the specifications.
10. Employee Identification: The following are requirements to identify employees while on District property:

n. The awarded vendor must provide each technician’s first and last name, email address, telephone number, and state license number.
o. Awarded vendor representatives are required to present their company ID badge, identify themselves, and explain their business before entering any District office. Prior consent is always required before entering any District office, except in the case of an emergency.
p. All workers on duty must be identified by a uniform shirt, blouse, or smock indicating the company name or logo in print large enough to be easily read. All vendor vehicles must be easily identifiable.
q. Before beginning work for District locations, the technician must sign out an access badge and keys at the District Safety Contractor Coordinator Office located at 1500 S. Main St., Fort Worth, TX 76104. Access badges and keys must be returned at the end of each day.
r. Keys must be kept on metal rings and never left loose or unsecured.
s. Any damaged or lost access badges or keys must be reported immediately to the District.
t. All keys and access badges must be returned before invoices are approved for payment.
u. The awarded vendor and its employees must professionally conduct themselves and interact with District staff, tenants, patients, and visitors in a courteous and proper business manner.
11. Security Requirements: The following are security requirements that the awarded vendor must undergo:
v. Contractor Orientation – Provided through District Safety. Must be completed prior to arrival on site and renewed annually.
w. Existing security controls such as locks, alarm systems, etc. must not be circumvented or left unsecured. Doors must not be propped open.
x. Vendor personnel must never unlock or open a secured door or allow another individual to follow the vendor representative into a secure location without using their own access badge/key; authorized staff should have their own access badge/key.
y. All doors must be secured when leaving. The technician must double-check the exit door to make sure it is locked. If the door lock is broken or unable to be secured, the issue must be reported immediately to the District representative. Never leave the location unsecured.
z. No minors, helpers, or anyone not on the assigned crew may accompany the technician into secured areas of District property.
12. Qualifications: The Texas State Fire Marshal’s Office (SFMO) requires the following current and maintained individual licenses and registrations:
